TOWN OF WEST POINT


The annual meeting of the Town of West Point was held on Tuesday, April 8, 2003 at the Town Hall.  The meeting was published and posted in three places.  There were 79 people present.


Fred Thistle Town Chairman called to the annual meeting.


The Pledge of Allegiance was said.


The town clerk sworn in the following officers:  Town Chairman Fred Thistle, 2nd Supervisor Alan Treinen, 3rd  Supervisor Doug Richmond and Town Treasurer Joan Bader.


The Town Clerk – Edith Eberle, read the minutes from the April 9, 2002 annual meeting.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to approve the minutes as read, 2nd by John Lyon – yes 76 – no 0 – motion carried.


The financial report was presented to the people for their consideration.  Chairman Fred Thistle read the financial statement and answered questions.  A motion was made by Dean Schwarz to accept the financial report for 2002, 2nd by Tom Fisher – yes 78 – no 0; motion carried.


Chairman Fred Thistle brought the proposal for a new town hall up to the residents – stated that in his notes that a new/remodeling of a town hall has been discussed since 1997.  Chairman Fred Thistle introduced Dick O’Connor a member of the town hall committee to give a presentation of the plans etc.  Dick O’Connor introduced the town hall committee as follows:  Doug Richmond, John Miller, Jeff Sieburg, Edith Eberle – absent Jim Kirner.  Dick O’Connor explained the plans and comments to the residents from the public hearings that were held in January and March.  The residents asked questions and gave comments on the proposed plan for a new town hall.  The Lodi Fair Association as told the town hall committee that they would take the present town hall and preserve it at the Lodi Fair grounds at no cost to the Town of West Point.  Dick O’Connor stated that an estimated cost of the new town hall is between $80.00 to $100.00 per square foot – the new building is 41,000 square foot – at total estimated cost is $335,000.00 to $416,000.00.


A motion was made by Jerry Keller authorizing the town board to build a new town hall, 2nd by Sandi Niemi – Yes 47 – No 22 – motion carried.


A motion was made by Robert Davis authorizing the town board to purchase land for the new town hall, 2nd by Henry Werlik – Yes 59 – No 5 – motion carried.


A motion was made by Kevin Kessler to sell the Town of West Point lot in Woodland Hill Subdivision to go in the park fund, 2nd by Joan Bader – Yes 64 – No 0 – motion carried.


A motion was made by Dean Schwarz to put a cap on the cost of the new town hall up to $400,000.00 – if the cost exceeds $400,000.00 the town will hold a special town meeting, 2nd by Kevin Kessler – Yes 56 – No 2 – motion carried.


Making a donation to Garden Bluff Cemetery was brought up for discussion.  A motion was made by Dave Cole to donated $1,000.00 to Garden Bluff Cemetery, 2nd by Henry Werlik – Yes 18 – No 40 – motion failed.  A motion was made by Joan Bader to table any donations to Garden Bluff Cemetery until the November Special Town Meeting, 2nd by Peg Locki – Yes 70 – No 0 – motion carried. 

Making a donation to Lodi Fair Association was brought up for discussion.  A motion was made by Doug Richmond not to donate to the Lodi Fair Association until asked (the Town of West Point did donate money for a bench to be placed at the Lodi Fair Grounds with the Town of West Point name on the bench), 2nd by Nancy Bannan – Yes 79 – No 0 – motion carried.

Making a donation to the Lodi Swimming Pool was brought up for discussion.  A motion was made by Chuck Zeman not to donate to the Lodi Swimming Pool, 2nd by Tom Holson – Yes 79 – No 0 – motion carried.


Making a donation to the Sauk Prairie Hockey Association was brought up for discussion.  A motion was made by Jerry Keller not to donate to the Sauk Prairie Hockey Association, 2nd by Joan Bader – Yes 79 – No 0 – motion carried.


Making a donation to the Sauk Prairie Softball/Baseball Program was brought up for discussion.  It was stated that when the Town of West Point made the donation last year they were asked to get organized – that has not happened.  A motion was made by Henry Werlik not to donate to the Sauk Prairie Softball/Baseball Program, 2nd by LeRoy Walls – Yes 79 – No 0 – motion carried.


A motion was made by Dave Cole to have a referendum

 at the next state election on a decision of the new town hall, 2nd by Tom Fisher – Yes 13 – No 54 – motion was defeated.


A motion was made by Nancy Bannan to set November 11, 2003 at 7:30 p.m. for the next Special Town Meeting, 2nd by Wanda Knipfer – motion carried.


A motion was made by Nancy Bannan to adjourn the annual meeting at 10:00 p.m., 2nd by Wanda Knipfer, yes 79, no 0 – motion carried.
