TOWN OF WEST POINT


Pursuant to WI State Statues 60.12 the annual town meeting of the Town of West Point was held on Tuesday, April 14, 2009 at the West Point Town Hall.  The meeting was published, posted in three places and on the web site.  There were 18 (3 late) people present.


Dean Schwarz, Town Chairman called the annual town meeting to order at 7:30 p.m.


The pledge of allegiance was said.


A motion was made by Matt Zeman to vote by a show of hands, 2nd by Bill Niemi – yes 15 – no 0 – motion carried.

The financial report for 2008 was presented to the people for their consideration.  The financial report was also handed out on Election Day.  Chairman Dean Schwarz went over each account of the financial report which was prepared by Edith Eberle, town clerk and Lonna Zeman, town treasurer.  The balances on hand as of December 31, 2008 were as follows:

Questions from town residents were answered.  A motion was made by John Miller to accept the 2008 Financial Statement as presented, 2nd by Fred Thistle – yes 15 – no 0 – motion carried.

The following town officers that were elected at the April 7, 2009 election were sworn in by Edith Eberle, town clerk:

Chairman Dean Schwarz swore in Edith Eberle as Town Clerk.


The minutes were read for the April 14, 2009 annual town meeting by the town clerk Edith Eberle.  A motion was made by Tom Eberle to approve the minutes as read, 2nd by John Miller – yes 18 – no 0 – motion carried.

Making a donation to Garden Bluff Cemetery was brought up to the town residents for consideration.  A motion was made by John Miller to donate $800.00 to Garden Bluff Cemetery, 2nd by Ethel Slack – yes 18 – no 0 – motion carried.


The town residents were asked if the Town of West Point should continue with Columbia County Highway Advance/Matching funds of $14,049.00.  A motion was made by Matt Zeman recommending continuing with Columbia County Highway Advance/Match fund of $14,049.00, 2nd by Bill Niemi – yes 18 – no 0 – motion carried.


Making a donation to the Lodi Library was brought up to the town residents for consideration.  A motion was made by Ann Heidenreich to donate $900.00 to the Lodi Library, 2nd by Joann Houston – yes 16 – no 2 – motion carried.


Rich Wipperfurth (W12682 and W12695 Pleasant View Park Road) would like to put asphalt in front of his residence.  Tri-County will put the asphalt down at his cost.  A motion was made by John Miller that is it a good idea and to put on the May town board meeting, 2nd by Matt Zeman – yes 18 – no 0 – motion carried.

Town Chairman Dean Schwarz brought up to the town residents to consider possibly borrowing money to help with the short fall of the town budget. Town Engineer Chuck Bongard had prepared a summary of what was budgeted, spent and what is remaining.  Projects are:

· East Lake Drive - $100,000.00 

· Culverts and Ditching East Lake Drive - $13,000.00

· Gannon Road - $165,000.00

The projected short fall is $78,349.05. Chuck Bongard also presented suggested maintenance and other maintenance projects. It was stated that the cost of asphalt is lower than it has been for a few years.  Also contractors are looking for work. After a lot of discussion a motion was made by Wayne Houston to recommend that the Town of West Point borrow $150,000.00 for a 10 year period for construction of town roads, 2nd by Gordon Carncross – yes 17 – no 0 – 1 abstained – motion carried.

Chairman Dean Schwarz stated that Klamer Road will be closed during the time when the culverts are being replaced.


JoAnn Houston would like to have the town board set up a meeting with Hillcrest Drive Residents, Ice Age Trail, and Department of Natural Resources on the placement of the proposed trail.  It is a safety, traffic and gun issue.  Chairman Dean Schwarz will set up a special town board meeting in the future to address the Hillcrest Drive Residents concerns.

The Special Town Meeting will be on November 10, 2009 at 7:30 p.m.


A motion was made by Bill Niemi to adjourn the Annual Town meeting at 8:55 p.m., 2nd by Matt Zeman – yes 18 – no 0 – motion carried.
