Copies of the 2010 proposed budget were handed out to residents.  The people present were town board members with 1 resident.

The special town meeting was called to order at 7:32 p.m. by the town chairperson Dean Schwarz.  The meeting was published in the Sauk Prairie Star and the Lodi Enterprise, posted in three places and on the town's web site.

A motion was made by Matt Zeman to vote by a show of hands, 2nd by Bill Niemi – yes 7 – no 0 – motion carried.

The minutes were read by town clerk Edith Eberle from the Special November Town Meeting held on November 11, 2008.  A motion was made by Tom Eberle to approve the minutes as read, 2nd by Gordon Carncross – yes 7 – no 0 – motion carried.


The proposed highway expenditures for 2010 are $261,950.10.  A motion was made by Tom Eberle to approve $261,950.10 for highway expenditures for 2010, 2nd by Bill Niemi – yes 7 - no 0 – motion carried.

A motion was made by Tom Eberle to adopt the Town of West Point tax levy of $490,200.30 for 2010, 2nd by Matt Zeman – yes 7- no 0 – motion carried.  

Chairman Dean Schwarz brought up the distribution of phone books in the Town of West Point.  A motion was made by Matt Zeman to have the Town Treasurer Lonna Zeman put the phone numbers in the Tax Newsletter which would allow the property owner to cancel the distribution of phone books if desired, 2nd by Gordon Carncross – yes 7 – no 0 – motion carried. 

A motion  was made by Matt Zeman to adjourn the special town meeting at 7:43 p.m. and to set April 13, 2010 at 7:30 p.m. for the annual town meeting, 2nd by Tom Eberle – yes 7 - no 0 – motion carried.
