President’s report: Highlights: it is our sixth year as a commission. We used to sit around the kitchen table and discuss historical projects.  We are still trying to maintain and collect history.  The Society does not hold meetings in the kitchen anymore, now there is a web site.  It is important to become well organized.

Our important purchase this year was the new scanner.  We hope to get all our obituaries scanned.  In 2001 a group went to Garden Bluff Cemetery and took the transcriptions from the gravestones. There are over 1000 burials in Garden Bluff Cemetery.  At this time Joan Ryan has taken 650 pictures of the gravestones, about half-done.

Treasurer’s Report:
Della Ryan provided handouts with a listing of dues, donations and expenses. Currently there is $1635.39 in the treasury, 2 calendars left to sell.
